Mark 15:2 Now it was the governor’s custom each year during the Passover celebration to release
one prisoner—anyone the people requested. 7 One of the prisoners at that time was Barabbas, a
revolutionary who had committed murder in an uprising. 8 The crowd went to Pilate and asked him to
release a prisoner as usual. 9 “Would you like me to release to you this ‘King of the Jews'?” Pilate asked.
10 (For he realized by now that the leading priests had arrested Jesus out of envy.) 11 But at this point
the leading priests stirred up the crowd to demand the release of Barabbas instead of Jesus. 12 Pilate
asked them, “Then what should | do with this man you call the king of the Jews?” 13 They shouted back,
“Crucify him!” 14 “Why?” Pilate demanded. “What crime has he committed?” But the mob roared even
louder, “Crucify him!” 15 So to pacify the crowd, Pilate released Barabbas to them. He ordered Jesus
flogged with a lead-tipped whip, then turned him over to the Roman soldiers to be crucified. - (NLT)

Mark 10:17 As Jesus started on his way, a man ran up to him and fell on his knees before him. “Good
teacher,” he asked, “what must | do to inherit eternal life?” 18 “Why do you call me good?” Jesus
answered. “No one is good—except God alone. 19 You know the commandments:'Do not murder, do
not commit adultery, do not steal, do not give false testimony, do not defraud, honor your father and
mother.” 20 “Teacher,” he declared, “all these | have kept since | was a boy.” 21 Jesus looked at him
and loved him.

And all the other disciples said the same. - (NIV84)

Matthew 26:69 Meanwhile, Peter was sitting outside in the courtyard. A servant girl came over and said
to him, “You were one of those with Jesus the Galilean.” 70 But Peter denied it in front of everyone. ‘I
don’t know what you're talking about,” he said. 71 Later, out by the gate, another servant girl noticed him
and said to those standing around, “This man was with Jesus of Nazareth.”

| don’t know where they have put him.” 14 At this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there,
but she did not realize that it was Jesus. 15 “Woman,” he said, “why are you crying? Who is it you are
looking for?” Thinking he was the gardener, she said, “Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where
you have put him, and | will get him.” 16 Jesus said to her, “Mary.” She turned toward him and cried out
in Aramaic, “Rabboni!” (which means Teacher).
