no warrior escapes by his great strength.  17  A horse is a vain hope for deliverance; 
despite all its great strength it cannot save.  18  But the eyes of the Lord are on those 
who fear him, on those whose hope is in his unfailing love,  19  to deliver them from 
death and keep them alive in famine.  20  We wait in hope for the Lord; he is our help 
and our shield.  21  In him our hearts rejoice, for we trust in his holy name.  22  May 
your unfailing love rest upon us, O Lord, even as we put our hope in you.  - (NIV84)
Psalms 103:11  For as high as the heavens are above the earth, so great is his love 
for those who fear him;  12  as far as the east is from the west, so far has he removed 
our transgressions from us.  13  As a father has compassion on his children, so the 
Lord has compassion on those who fear him;  14  for he knows how we are formed, he 
remembers that we are dust.  15  As for man, his days are like grass, he flourishes like 
a flower of the field;  16  the wind blows over it and it is gone, and its place remembers 
it no more.  17  But from everlasting to everlasting the Lord’s love is with those who 
fear him, and his righteousness with their children’s children—  18  with those who 
keep his covenant and remember to obey his precepts.
