- (ESV)
Luke 6:35  But love your enemies, and do good, and lend, expecting nothing in 
return, and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High, for 
he is kind to the ungrateful and the evil.  36  Be merciful, even as your Father is 
merciful.  - (ESV)

resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,  4  to an inheritance that is imperishable, 
undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you,  5  who by God’s power are being 
guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

Psalms 25:4  Make me to know your ways, O Lord; teach me your paths.  5  Lead 
me in your truth and teach me, for you are the God of my salvation; for you I wait all 
the day long.  6  Remember your mercy, O Lord, and your steadfast love, for they 
have been from of old.  7  Remember not the sins of my youth or my transgressions; 
according to your steadfast love remember me, for the sake of your goodness, O 
Lord!  8  Good and upright is the Lord; therefore he instructs sinners in the way.  
9  He leads the humble in what is right, and teaches the humble his way.  10  All 
the paths of the Lord are steadfast love and faithfulness, for those who keep his 
covenant and his testimonies.
