John 13:7  Jesus replied, “You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will 
understand.”  8  “No,” said Peter, “you shall never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, 
“Unless I wash you, you have no part with me.”  9  “Then, Lord,” Simon Peter replied, 
“not just my feet but my hands and my head as well!”  10  Jesus answered, “A person 
who has had a bath needs only to wash his feet; his whole body is clean. And you 
are clean, though not every one of you.”  11  For he knew who was going to betray 
him, and that was why he said not every one was clean.  12  When he had finished 
washing their feet, he put on his clothes and returned to his place. “Do you understand 
what I have done for you?” he asked them.  13  “You call me ‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord,’ 
and rightly so, for that is what I am.  14  Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have 
washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet.  - (NIV84)
Romans 8:1  Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ 
Jesus,  2  because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from 
the law of sin and death.  - (NIV84)
Romans 8:5  Those who live according to the sinful nature have their minds set on 
what that nature desires; but those who live in accordance with the Spirit have their 
minds set on what the Spirit desires.  6  The mind of sinful man is death, but the 
mind controlled by the Spirit is life and peace;  7  the sinful mind is hostile to God. 
It does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so.  8  Those controlled by the sinful 
nature cannot please God.  - (NIV84)
James 3:13  Who is wise and understanding among you? Let him show it by his 
good life, by deeds done in the humility that comes from wisdom.  14  But if you 
harbor bitter envy and selfish ambition in your hearts, do not boast about it or deny 
the truth.  15  Such “wisdom” does not come down from heaven but is earthly, 
unspiritual, of the devil.  16  For where you have envy and selfish ambition, there you 
find disorder and every evil practice.  17  But the wisdom that comes from heaven is 
first of all pure; then peace-loving, considerate, submissive, full of mercy and good 
fruit, impartial and sincere.  18  Peacemakers who sow in peace raise a harvest of 
righteousness.  - (NIV84)
John 6:57 Just as the living Father sent me and I live because of the Father, so the 
one who feeds on me will live because of me.  58  This is the bread that came down 
from heaven. Your forefathers ate manna and died, but he who feeds on this bread 
will live forever.”  59  He said this while teaching in the synagogue in Capernaum.  
60  On hearing it, many of his disciples said, “This is a hard teaching. Who can 
accept it?”  61  Aware that his disciples were grumbling about this, Jesus said to 
them, “Does this offend you?  62  What if you see the Son of Man ascend to where 
he was before!  63  The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I 
have spoken to you are spirit and they are life.  - (NIV84)
Hebrews 12:1  Therefore we also, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of 
witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares us, 
and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us,  2  looking unto Jesus, 
the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured 
the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne 
of God.  - (NKJV)
1 Corinthians 9:23  I do all this for the sake of the gospel, that I may share in its 
blessings.  24  Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one gets 
the prize? Run in such a way as to get the prize.  25  Everyone who competes in the 
games goes into strict training. They do it to get a crown that will not last; but we do 
it to get a crown that will last forever.  26  Therefore I do not run like a man running 
aimlessly; I do not fight like a man beating the air.  27  No, I beat my body and make 
it my slave so that after I have preached to others, I myself will not be disqualified 
for the prize.
