Take hold of your ‘territory’
1. Refuse to be defined by the limitation put on you
2. God has given you a specific ‘territory’ to occupy
3. Get inspired by the faith of Jabez calling on God
4. The conquest required for you to take your ‘land’
5. God will bring to pass what He put in your heart

Ephesians 1:4  Even before he made the world, God loved us and chose us in Christ to 
be holy and without fault in his eyes.  5  God decided in advance to adopt us into his own 
family by bringing us to himself through Jesus Christ. This is what he wanted to do, and it 
gave him great pleasure.  6  So we praise God for the glorious grace he has poured out 
on us who belong to his dear Son.  - (NLT)
Psalms 139:16 You saw me before I was born. Every day of my life was recorded in your book. 
Every moment was laid out before a single day had passed.  - (NLT)
Daniel 2:27  Daniel replied, “There are no wise men, enchanters, magicians, or fortune-
tellers who can reveal the king’s secret.  28  But there is a God in heaven who reveals 
secrets, and he has shown King Nebuchadnezzar what will happen in the future. Now I 
will tell you your dream and the visions you saw as you lay on your bed.  - (NLT)
Numbers 14:24  But my servant Caleb has a different attitude than the others have. He 
has remained loyal to me, so I will bring him into the land he explored. His descendants 
will possess their full share of that land.  - (NLT)
Numbers 14:30  You will not enter and occupy the land I swore to give you. The only 
exceptions will be Caleb son of Jephunneh and Joshua son of Nun.  - (NLT)
Joshua 14:6  A delegation from the tribe of Judah, led by Caleb son of Jephunneh the 
Kenizzite, came to Joshua at Gilgal. Caleb said to Joshua, “Remember what the Lord 
said to Moses, the man of God, about you and me when we were at Kadesh-barnea.  7  
I was forty years old when Moses, the servant of the Lord, sent me from Kadesh-barnea 
to explore the land of Canaan. I returned and gave an honest report,  8  but my brothers 
who went with me frightened the people from entering the Promised Land. For my part, 
I wholeheartedly followed the Lord my God.  9  So that day Moses solemnly promised 
me, ‘The land of Canaan on which you were just walking will be your grant of land and 
that of your descendants forever, because you wholeheartedly followed the Lord my 
God.’  10  “Now, as you can see, the Lord has kept me alive and well as he promised for 
all these forty-five years since Moses made this promise—even while Israel wandered in 
the wilderness. Today I am eighty-five years old.  11  I am as strong now as I was when 
Moses sent me on that journey, and I can still travel and fight as well as I could then.  12  
So give me the hill country that the Lord promised me. You will remember that as scouts 
we found the descendants of Anak living there in great, walled towns. But if the Lord is 
with me, I will drive them out of the land, just as the Lord said.”  13  So Joshua blessed 
Caleb son of Jephunneh and gave Hebron to him as his portion of land.  - (NLT)
Deuteronomy 7:17  Perhaps you will think to yourselves, ‘How can we ever conquer 
these nations that are so much more powerful than we are?’  18  But don’t be afraid of 
them! Just remember what the Lord your God did to Pharaoh and to all the land of Egypt.  
19  Remember the great terrors the Lord your God sent against them. You saw it all with 
your own eyes! And remember the miraculous signs and wonders, and the strong hand 
and powerful arm with which he brought you out of Egypt. The Lord your God will use 
this same power against all the people you fear.  20  And then the Lord your God will 
send terror to drive out the few survivors still hiding from you!  21  “No, do not be afraid 
of those nations, for the Lord your God is among you, and he is a great and awesome 
God.  22  The Lord your God will drive those nations out ahead of you little by little. You 
will not clear them away all at once, otherwise the wild animals would multiply too quickly 
for you.  23  But the Lord your God will hand them over to you. He will throw them into 
complete confusion until they are destroyed.  - (NLT)
2 Chronicles 7:11  So Solomon finished the Temple of the Lord, as well as the royal 
palace. He completed everything he had planned to do in the construction of the Temple 
and the palace.  12  Then one night the Lord appeared to Solomon and said, “I have 
heard your prayer and have chosen this Temple as the place for making sacrifices.  13  
At times I might shut up the heavens so that no rain falls, or command grasshoppers to 
devour your crops, or send plagues among you.  14  Then if my people who are called by 
my name will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked 
ways, I will hear from heaven and will forgive their sins and restore their land.  - (NLT)
