John 17:6  “I have revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours; you 
gave them to me and they have obeyed your word.  7  Now they know that everything you have given 
me comes from you.  8  For I gave them the words you gave me and they accepted them. They knew 
with certainty that I came from you, and they believed that you sent me.  9  I pray for them. I am not 
praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours.  10  All I have is yours, and 
all you have is mine. And glory has come to me through them.  11  I will remain in the world no longer, 
but they are still in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, protect them by the power of your 
name, the name you gave me, so that they may be one as we are one.  - (NIV)
1 Corinthians 12:21  The eye cannot say to the hand, “I don’t need you!” And the head cannot say to 
the feet, “I don’t need you!”  22  On the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are 
indispensable,  23  and the parts that we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the 
parts that are unpresentable are treated with special modesty,  24  while our presentable parts need 
no special treatment. But God has put the body together, giving greater honor to the parts that lacked 
it,  25  so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for 
each other.  26  If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices 
with it.  27  Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it.  - (NIV)
Revelation 21:1  Then I saw “a new heaven and a new earth,” for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away, and there was no longer any sea.  2  I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming 
down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband.  3  And I heard 
a loud voice from the throne saying, “Look! God’s dwelling place is now among the people, and he 
will dwell with them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be their God.  4  
‘He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death’ or mourning or crying or pain, 
for the old order of things has passed away.”  5  He who was seated on the throne said, “I am making 
everything new!” Then he said, “Write this down, for these words are trustworthy and true.”  - (NIV)
Revelation 21:9  One of the seven angels who had the seven bowls full of the seven last plagues 
came and said to me, “Come, I will show you the bride, the wife of the Lamb.”  10  And he carried me 
away in the Spirit to a mountain great and high, and showed me the Holy City, Jerusalem, coming 
down out of heaven from God.  11  It shone with the glory of God, and its brilliance was like that of a 
very precious jewel, like a jasper, clear as crystal.  12  It had a great, high wall with twelve gates, and 
with twelve angels at the gates. On the gates were written the names of the twelve tribes of Israel.  
13  There were three gates on the east, three on the north, three on the south and three on the west.  
14  The wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the names of the twelve apostles 
of the Lamb.  - (NIV)
Ephesians 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself up 
for her  26  to make her holy, cleansing her by the washing with water through the word,  27  and to 
present her to himself as a radiant church, without stain or wrinkle or any other blemish, but holy and 
blameless.  28  In this same way, husbands ought to love their wives as their own bodies. He who 
loves his wife loves himself.  29  After all, no one ever hated their own body, but they feed and care for 
their body, just as Christ does the church— 30  for we are members of his body.  31  “For this reason 
a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will become one flesh.”  
32  This is a profound mystery—but I am talking about Christ and the church.  - (NIV)
Ephesians 4:11  So Christ himself gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the pastors and 
teachers,  12  to equip his people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up  
13  until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, 
attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ.  - (NIV)
Colossians 1:15  The Son is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.  16  For 
in him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones 
or powers or rulers or authorities; all things have been created through him and for him.  17  He is 
before all things, and in him all things hold together.  18  And he is the head of the body, the church; 
he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might have the 
supremacy.  19  For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him,  20  and through him to 
reconcile to himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through 
his blood, shed on the cross.  - (NIV)
