1 Peter 4:1 Therefore, since Christ suffered in his body, arm yourselves also with
the same attitude, because he who has suffered in his body is done with sin. 2
As a result, he does not live the rest of his earthly life for evil human desires, but
rather for the will of God. 3 For you have spent enough time in the past doing what
pagans choose to do—living in debauchery, lust, drunkenness, orgies, carousing
and detestable idolatry. 4 They think it strange that you do not plunge with them
into the same flood of dissipation, and they heap abuse on you.

1 Corinthians 2:13 When we tell you these things, we do not use words that come
from human wisdom. Instead, we speak words given to us by the Spirit, using the
Spirit's words to explain spiritual truths. 14 But people who aren’t spiritual can’t
receive these truths from God’s Spirit. It all sounds foolish to them and they can’t
understand it, for only those who are spiritual can understand what the Spirit means.
