Your Scripture for the Day
Luke 15:11  To illustrate the point further, Jesus told them this story: “A man had two 
sons.  12  The younger son told his father, ‘I want my share of your estate now before 
you die.’ So his father agreed to divide his wealth between his sons.  13  “A few days 
later this younger son packed all his belongings and moved to a distant land, and there 
he wasted all his money in wild living.  14  About the time his money ran out, a great 
famine swept over the land, and he began to starve.  15  He persuaded a local farmer 
to hire him, and the man sent him into his fields to feed the pigs.  16  The young man 
became so hungry that even the pods he was feeding the pigs looked good to him. 
But no one gave him anything.  - (NLT)
Luke 15:25  “Meanwhile, the older son was in the fields working. When he returned 
home, he heard music and dancing in the house,  26  and he asked one of the servants 
what was going on.  27  ‘Your brother is back,’ he was told, ‘and your father has killed 
the fattened calf. We are celebrating because of his safe return.’  28  “The older 
brother was angry and wouldn’t go in. His father came out and begged him,  29  but 
he replied, ‘All these years I’ve slaved for you and never once refused to do a single 
thing you told me to. And in all that time you never gave me even one young goat for 
a feast with my friends.  30  Yet when this son of yours comes back after squandering 
your money on prostitutes, you celebrate by killing the fattened calf!’  31  “His father 
said to him, ‘Look, dear son, you have always stayed by me, and everything I have is 
yours.  32  We had to celebrate this happy day. For your brother was dead and has 
come back to life! He was lost, but now he is found!’ ”  - (NLT)
Romans 6:1  Well then, should we keep on sinning so that God can show us more 
and more of his wonderful grace?  2  Of course not! Since we have died to sin, how 
can we continue to live in it?  3  Or have you forgotten that when we were joined with 
Christ Jesus in baptism, we joined him in his death?  4  For we died and were buried 
with Christ by baptism. And just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glorious 
power of the Father, now we also may live new lives.  - (NLT)
Acts 2:38  Peter replied, “Each of you must repent of your sins and turn to God, and 
be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Then you will 
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  39  This promise is to you, to your children, and to 
those far away—all who have been called by the Lord our God.”  - (NLT)
Colossians 2:13  You were dead because of your sins and because your sinful nature 
was not yet cut away. Then God made you alive with Christ, for he forgave all our sins.  
14  He canceled the record of the charges against us and took it away by nailing it to 
the cross.  15  In this way, he disarmed the spiritual rulers and authorities. He shamed 
them publicly by his victory over them on the cross.  - (NLT)
James 4:6  And he gives grace generously. As the Scriptures say, “God opposes the 
proud but gives grace to the humble.”  7  So humble yourselves before God. Resist 
the devil, and he will flee from you.  8  Come close to God, and God will come close 
to you. Wash your hands, you sinners; purify your hearts, for your loyalty is divided 
between God and the world.  9  Let there be tears for what you have done. Let there 
be sorrow and deep grief. Let there be sadness instead of laughter, and gloom instead 
of joy.  10  Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up in honor.  - (NLT)
Matthew 21:28  “But what do you think about this? A man with two sons told the older 
boy, ‘Son, go out and work in the vineyard today.’  29  The son answered, ‘No, I won’t 
go,’ but later he changed his mind and went anyway.  30  Then the father told the 
other son, ‘You go,’ and he said, ‘Yes, sir, I will.’ But he didn’t go.  31  “Which of the 
two obeyed his father?” They replied, “The first.” Then Jesus explained his meaning:
