Your Scripture for the Day
John 8:39  “Our father is Abraham!” they declared. “No,” Jesus replied, “for if you 
were really the children of Abraham, you would follow his example.  40  Instead, you 
are trying to kill me because I told you the truth, which I heard from God. Abraham 
never did such a thing.  41  No, you are imitating your real father.” They replied, “We 
aren’t illegitimate children! God himself is our true Father.”  42  Jesus told them, “If 
God were your Father, you would love me, because I have come to you from God. I 
am not here on my own, but he sent me.  43  Why can’t you understand what I am 
saying? It’s because you can’t even hear me!  44  For you are the children of your 
father the devil, and you love to do the evil things he does. He was a murderer from 
the beginning. He has always hated the truth, because there is no truth in him. When 
he lies, it is consistent with his character; for he is a liar and the father of lies.  45  So 
when I tell the truth, you just naturally don’t believe me!  46  Which of you can truthfully 
accuse me of sin? And since I am telling you the truth, why don’t you believe me?  47  
Anyone who belongs to God listens gladly to the words of God. But you don’t listen 
because you don’t belong to God.”  - (NLT)
John 17:20  “I do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in me 
through their word,  21  that they may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I 
in you, that they also may be in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent 
me.  22  The glory that you have given me I have given to them, that they may be one 
even as we are one,  23  I in them and you in me, that they may become perfectly 
one, so that the world may know that you sent me and loved them even as you loved 
me.  24  Father, I desire that they also, whom you have given me, may be with me 
where I am, to see my glory that you have given me because you loved me before 
the foundation of the world.  25  O righteous Father, even though the world does not 
know you, I know you, and these know that you have sent me.  26  I made known to 
them your name, and I will continue to make it known, that the love with which you 
have loved me may be in them, and I in them.”  - (ESV)
1 John 3:1  See what kind of love the Father has given to us, that we should be called 
children of God; and so we are. The reason why the world does not know us is that 
it did not know him.  2  Beloved, we are God’s children now, and what we will be has 
not yet appeared; but we know that when he appears we shall be like him, because 
we shall see him as he is.  3  And everyone who thus hopes in him purifies himself as 
he is pure.  4  Everyone who makes a practice of sinning also practices lawlessness; 
sin is lawlessness.  5  You know that he appeared in order to take away sins, and in 
him there is no sin.  6  No one who abides in him keeps on sinning; no one who keeps 
on sinning has either seen him or known him.  - (ESV)
1 John 3:7  Little children, let no one deceive you. Whoever practices righteousness 
is righteous, as he is righteous.  8  Whoever makes a practice of sinning is of the devil, 
for the devil has been sinning from the beginning. The reason the Son of God appeared 
was to destroy the works of the devil.  9  No one born of God makes a practice of 
sinning, for God’s seed abides in him, and he cannot keep on sinning because he has 
been born of God.  10  By this it is evident who are the children of God, and who are 
the children of the devil: whoever does not practice righteousness is not of God, nor 
is the one who does not love his brother.  - (ESV)
John 1:10  He was in the world, and the world was made through him, yet the world 
did not know him.  11  He came to his own, and his own people did not receive him.  
12  But to all who did receive him, who believed in his name, he gave the right to 
become children of God,  - (ESV)
Hebrews 12:14  Make every effort to live in peace with all men and to be holy; without 
holiness no one will see the Lord.  15  See to it that no one misses the grace of God 
and that no bitter root grows up to cause trouble and defile many.  - (NIV84)
1 Peter 1:17  And remember that the heavenly Father to whom you pray has no 
favorites. He will judge or reward you according to what you do. So you must live in 
reverent fear of him during your time here as “temporary residents.”  - (NLT)
