1 Kings 17:1 Now Elijah the Tishbite, from Tishbe in Gilead, said to Ahab, “As the
Lord, the God of Israel, lives, whom | serve, there will be neither dew nor rain in the
next few years except at my word.” 2 Then the word of the Lord came to Elijah: 3
“Leave here, turn eastward and hide in the Kerith Ravine, east of the Jordan. 4 You
will drink from the brook, and | have ordered the ravens to feed you there.” 5 So he
did what the Lord had told him. He went to the Kerith Ravine, east of the Jordan, and
stayed there. 6 The ravens brought him bread and meat in the morning and bread
and meat in the evening, and he drank from the brook. - (NIV84)

Luke 12:22 Then Jesus said to his disciples: “Therefore | tell you, do not worry about
your life, what you will eat; or about your body, what you will wear. 23 Life is more
than food, and the body more than clothes. 24 Consider the ravens: They do not
sow or reap, they have no storeroom or barn; yet God feeds them. And how much
more valuable you are than birds! 25 Who of you by worrying can add a single hour
to his life? 26 Since you cannot do this very little thing, why do you worry about the
rest?
