John 8:12 When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, “| am the light of the world.
Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.” 13
The Pharisees challenged him, “Here you are, appearing as your own witness; your
testimony is not valid.” 14 Jesus answered, “Even if | testify on my own behalf, my
testimony is valid, for | know where | came from and where | am going. But you have
no idea where | come from or where | am going. 15 You judge by human standards;
| pass judgment on no one. 16 But if | do judge, my decisions are right, because |
am not alone. | stand with the Father, who sent me. 17 In your own Law it is written
that the testimony of two men is valid. 18 | am one who testifies for myself; my other
witness is the Father, who sent me.” 19 Then they asked him, “Where is your father?”
“You do not know me or my Father,” Jesus replied. “If you knew me, you would know
my Father also.” - (NIV84)

John 3:17 For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but
to save the world through him. 18 Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but
whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed
in the name of God’s one and only Son.

He made darkness his canopy around him— the dark rain clouds of the sky. 13 Out of
the brightness of his presence bolts of lightning blazed forth. 14 The Lord thundered
from heaven; the voice of the Most High resounded. 15 He shot arrows and scattered
the enemies, bolts of lightning and routed them. - (NIV84)

Deuteronomy 5:22 These are the commandments the Lord proclaimed in a loud voice
to your whole assembly there on the mountain from out of the fire, the cloud and the
deep darkness; and he added nothing more. Then he wrote them on two stone tablets
and gave them to me. 23 When you heard the voice out of the darkness, while the
mountain was ablaze with fire, all the leading men of your tribes and your elders came
to me. 24 And you said, “The Lord our God has shown us his glory and his majesty,
and we have heard his voice from the fire. Today we have seen that a man can live
even if God speaks with him. - (NIV84)
