Isaiah 51:1 “Listen to me, you who follow after righteousness, you who seek the LORD: 
look to the rock you were cut from, and to the hold of the pit you were dug from. 2 Look to 
Abraham your father, and to Sarah who bore you; for when he was but one I called him, and 
I blessed him, and made him many - (NHEB)
Psalm 23:5 You serve me a six-course dinner right in front of my enemies. You revive my 
drooping head; my cup brims with blessing. (The Message)
Hebrews 1:3 “The Son is the radiance and only expression of the glory of [our awesome] God 
[reflecting God’s Shekinah glory, the Light-being, the brilliant light of the divine], and the exact 
representation and perfect imprint of His [Father’s] essence, and upholding and maintaining 
and propelling all things [the entire physical and spiritual universe] by His powerful word [car-
rying the universe along to its predetermined goal]. When He [Himself and no other] had [by 
offering Himself on the cross as a sacrifice for sin] accomplished purification from sins and 
established our freedom from guilt, He sat down [revealing His completed work] at the right 
hand of the Majesty on high [revealing His Divine authority],” — (Amp)
Romans 6:10 For the death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to 
God. 11 So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.12 
Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions.(ESV)
Nehemiah 8:10 Nehemiah said, “Go and enjoy choice food and sweet drinks, and send some 
to those who have nothing prepared. This day is holy to our Lord. Do not grieve, for the joy 
of the LORD is your strength.” 11 The Levites calmed all the people, saying, “Be still, for this 
is a holy day. Do not grieve.” 12 Then all the people went away to eat and drink, to send 
portions of food and to celebrate with great joy, because they now understood the words that 
had been made known to them.- (NIV)
Ezekiel 3:1 And he said to me, “Son of man, eat what is before you, eat this scroll; then go 
and speak to the people of Israel.” 2 So I opened my mouth, and he gave me the scroll to 
eat. 3 Then he said to me, “Son of man, eat this scroll I am giving you and fill your stomach 
with it.” So I ate it, and it tasted as sweet as honey in my mouth. 4 He then said to me: “Son 
of man, go now to the people of Israel and speak my words to them.- (NIV)
Revelation 10:10 I took the little scroll from the angel’s hand and ate it. It tasted as sweet 
as honey in my mouth, but when I had eaten it, my stomach turned sour. 11 Then I was told, 
“You must prophesy again about many peoples, nations, languages and kings.”- (NIV)
Ephesians 3:17 And I pray that Christ will be more and more at home in your hearts as you 
trust in him. May your roots go down deep into the soil of God’s marvelous love. 18 And may 
you have the power to understand, as all God’s people should, how wide, how long, how 
high, and how deep his love really is.(NLT)
Colossians 2:7 Let your roots grow down into him and draw up nourishment from him, so 
you will grow in faith, strong and vigorous in the truth you were taught. Let your lives overflow 
with thanksgiving for all he has done.(NLT)
Colossians 1:3 We give thanks to God the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying always 
for you, 4 having heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which you have toward 
all the saints, 5 because of the hope which is laid up for you in the heavens, of which you 
heard before in the word of the truth of the Good News, 6 which has come to you; even as it 
is in all the world and is bearing fruit and growing, as it does in you also, since the day you 
heard and knew the grace of God in truth - (NHEB)
Ephesians 1:17 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may 
give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better.18 I pray that 
the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he 
has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in his holy people -(NLT)

Ephesians 4:11 He is the one who gave these gifts to the church: the apostles, the proph-
ets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers. 12 Their responsibility is to equip God’s 
people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christ, 13 until we come to such 
unity in our faith and knowledge of God’s Son that we will be mature and full grown in the 
Lord, measuring up to the full stature of Christ. 14 Then we will no longer be like children, 
forever changing our minds about what we believe because someone has told us something 
different or because someone has cleverly lied to us and made the lie sound like the truth.

Genesis 14:18 Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and 
wine: and he was priest of God Most High. 19 He blessed him, and 
said, “Blessed be Abram of God Most High, possessor of heaven 
and earth: 20 and blessed be God Most High, who has delivered 
your enemies into your hand.” Abram gave him a tenth of all. 21

22 Abram said to the king of Sodom, “I 
have lifted up my hand to the LORD, God Most High, possessor 
of heaven and earth, 23 that I will not take a thread nor a sandal 
strap nor anything that is yours, lest you should say, ‘I have made 
Abram rich.’ 24 I will accept nothing from you except that which the 
young men have eaten, and the portion of the men who went with 
me: Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre. Let them take their portion.” (NHEB)
