16  The Spirit himself testifies 
with our spirit that we are God’s children.  17  Now if we are 
children, then we are heirs—heirs of God and co-heirs with 
Christ, if indeed we share in his sufferings in order that we may 
also share in his glory.  - (NIV84)
Psalms 81:13  “If my people would but listen to me, if Israel 
would follow my ways,  14  how quickly would I subdue their 
enemies and turn my hand against their foes!  15  Those who 
hate the Lord would cringe before him, and their punishment 
would last forever.  16  But you would be fed with the finest of 
wheat; with honey from the rock I would satisfy you.”  - (NIV84)

John 1:9  The true light that gives light to every man was coming into the world.  
10  He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world 
did not recognize him.  11  He came to that which was his own, but his own did 
not receive him.  12  Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his 
name, he gave the right to become children of God—  - (NIV84)
1 Peter 2:1  Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, 
and slander of every kind.  2  Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so 
that by it you may grow up in your salvation,  3  now that you have tasted that 
the Lord is good.  - (NIV84)
Hebrews 5:11  We have much to say about this, but it is hard to explain because 
you are slow to learn.  12  In fact, though by this time you ought to be teachers, 
you need someone to teach you the elementary truths of God’s word all over 
again. You need milk, not solid food!  13  Anyone who lives on milk, being still an 
infant, is not acquainted with the teaching about righteousness.  14  But solid food 
is for the mature, who by constant use have trained themselves to distinguish 
good from evil.  - (NIV84)
1 Corinthians 3:1  Brothers, I could not address you as spiritual but as worldly—
mere infants in Christ.  2  I gave you milk, not solid food, for you were not yet 
ready for it. Indeed, you are still not ready.  3  You are still worldly. For since there 
is jealousy and quarreling among you, are you not worldly? Are you not acting like 
mere men?  4  For when one says, “I follow Paul,” and another, “I follow Apollos,” 
are you not mere men?  - (NIV84)
Galatians 3:26  You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus,  27  for 
all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.  28  
There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for you are all 
one in Christ Jesus.  29  If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham’s seed, 
and heirs according to the promise.  - (NIV84)
Galatians 4:1  What I am saying is that as long as the heir is a child, he is no 
different from a slave, although he owns the whole estate.  2  He is subject to 
guardians and trustees until the time set by his father.  3  So also, when we were 
children, we were in slavery under the basic principles of the world.  4  But when 
the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under law,  5  to 
redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons.  6  Because 
you are sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls 
out, “Abba, Father.”  7  So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you 
are a son, God has made you also an heir.  - (NIV84)
Leviticus 20:24  But I said to you, “You will possess their land; I will give it to 
you as an inheritance, a land flowing with milk and honey.” I am the Lord your 
God, who has set you apart from the nations.  25  “ ‘You must therefore make a 
distinction between clean and unclean animals and between unclean and clean 
birds. Do not defile yourselves by any animal or bird or anything that moves 
along the ground—those which I have set apart as unclean for you.  26  You are 
to be holy to me because I, the Lord, am holy, and I have set you apart from the 
nations to be my own.  27  “ ‘A man or woman who is a medium or spiritist among 
you must be put to death. You are to stone them; their blood will be on their own 
heads.’ ”  - (NIV84)
Psalms 119:103  How sweet are your words to my taste, sweeter than honey to 
my mouth!  104  I gain understanding from your precepts; therefore I hate every 
wrong path.  105  Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light for my path.  - (NIV84)
