Your Scripture for the Day

1 Peter 1:3  Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth 
into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ 
from the dead,  4  and into an inheritance that can never 
perish, spoil or fade—kept in heaven for you,  5  who 
through faith are shielded by God’s power until the coming 
of the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last 
time.  - (NIV84)
Romans 8:16  The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that 
we are God’s children.  17  Now if we are children, then we 
are heirs—heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed 
we share in his sufferings in order that we may also share 
in his glory.  - (NIV84)

Galatians 4:1  What I am saying is that as long as the heir is a child, he is no 
different from a slave, although he owns the whole estate.  2  He is subject to 
guardians and trustees until the time set by his father.  3  So also, when we were 
children, we were in slavery under the basic principles of the world.  4  But when 
the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under law,  5  to 
redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons.  6  Because 
you are sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls 
out, “Abba, Father.”  7  So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you 
are a son, God has made you also an heir.  - (NIV84)
Psalms 94:12  Blessed is the man you discipline, O Lord, the man you teach 
from your law;  13  you grant him relief from days of trouble, till a pit is dug for 
the wicked.  14  For the Lord will not reject his people; he will never forsake his 
inheritance.  15  Judgment will again be founded on righteousness, and all the 
upright in heart will follow it.  - (NIV84)
Luke 12:42  The Lord answered, “Who then is the faithful and wise manager, 
whom the master puts in charge of his servants to give them their food allowance 
at the proper time?  43  It will be good for that servant whom the master finds 
doing so when he returns.  44  I tell you the truth, he will put him in charge of all 
his possessions.  - (NIV84)
Psalms 105:16  He called down famine on the land and destroyed all their supplies 
of food;  17  and he sent a man before them— Joseph, sold as a slave.  18  They 
bruised his feet with shackles, his neck was put in irons,  19  till what he foretold 
came to pass, till the word of the Lord proved him true.  20  The king sent and 
released him, the ruler of peoples set him free.  21  He made him master of his 
household, ruler over all he possessed,  22  to instruct his princes as he pleased 
and teach his elders wisdom.  - (NIV84)
Psalms 8:3  When I consider your heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon 
and the stars, which you have set in place,  4  what is man that you are mindful 
of him, the son of man that you care for him?  5  You made him a little lower 
than the heavenly beings and crowned him with glory and honor.  6  You made 
him ruler over the works of your hands; you put everything under his feet:  7  all 
flocks and herds, and the beasts of the field,  8  the birds of the air, and the fish 
of the sea, all that swim the paths of the seas.  9  O Lord, our Lord, how majestic 
is your name in all the earth!  - (NIV84)
Psalms 50:6  And the heavens proclaim his righteousness, for God himself is 
judge. Selah  7  “Hear, O my people, and I will speak, O Israel, and I will testify 
against you: I am God, your God.  8  I do not rebuke you for your sacrifices or 
your burnt offerings, which are ever before me.  9  I have no need of a bull from 
your stall or of goats from your pens,  10  for every animal of the forest is mine, 
and the cattle on a thousand hills.  11  I know every bird in the mountains, and 
the creatures of the field are mine.  12  If I were hungry I would not tell you, for 
the world is mine, and all that is in it.  - (NIV84)

decree of the Lord: He said to me, “You are my Son; today I have become your 
Father.
