1. The Word casts vision, brings the hidden into light
2. The Word gave life to everything that was created
3. The Word is our foremost creative forming power
4. The Word sanctifies and cleanses of all confusion
5. The Son sustains all things by His powerful Word

Matthew 8:5  When Jesus returned to Capernaum, a Roman officer came and 
pleaded with him,  6  “Lord, my young servant lies in bed, paralyzed and in terrible 
pain.”  7  Jesus said, “I will come and heal him.”  8  But the officer said, “Lord, I am 
not worthy to have you come into my home. Just say the word from where you are, 
and my servant will be healed.  9  I know this because I am under the authority of my 
superior officers, and I have authority over my soldiers. I only need to say, ‘Go,’ and 
they go, or ‘Come,’ and they come. And if I say to my slaves, ‘Do this,’ they do it.”  10  
When Jesus heard this, he was amazed. Turning to those who were following him, 
he said, “I tell you the truth, I haven’t seen faith like this in all Israel!  11  And I tell you 
this, that many Gentiles will come from all over the world—from east and west—and 
sit down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob at the feast in the Kingdom of Heaven.  12  
But many Israelites—those for whom the Kingdom was prepared—will be thrown into 
outer darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”  13  Then Jesus 
said to the Roman officer, “Go back home. Because you believed, it has happened.” 
And the young servant was healed that same hour.  - (NLT)
Psalms 107:20  He sent out his word and healed them, snatching them from the door 
of death.  21  Let them praise the Lord for his great love and for the wonderful things 
he has done for them.  22  Let them offer sacrifices of thanksgiving and sing joyfully 
about his glorious acts.  - (NLT)
Isaiah 55:9  For just as the heavens are higher than the earth, so my ways are higher 
than your ways and my thoughts higher than your thoughts.  10  “The rain and snow 
come down from the heavens and stay on the ground to water the earth. They cause 
the grain to grow, producing seed for the farmer and bread for the hungry.  11  It is 
the same with my word. I send it out, and it always produces fruit. It will accomplish 
all I want it to, and it will prosper everywhere I send it.  - (NLT)
Matthew 13:23  The seed that fell on good soil represents those who truly hear and 
understand God’s word and produce a harvest of thirty, sixty, or even a hundred times 
as much as had been planted!”  - (NLT)
Luke 1:34  Mary asked the angel, “But how can this happen? I am a virgin.”  35  The 
angel replied, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High 
will overshadow you. So the baby to be born will be holy, and he will be called the 
Son of God.  36  What’s more, your relative Elizabeth has become pregnant in her 
old age! People used to say she was barren, but she has conceived a son and is now 
in her sixth month.  37  For the word of God will never fail.”  38  Mary responded, “I 
am the Lord’s servant. May everything you have said about me come true.” And then 
the angel left her.  - (NLT)
John 15:3  You are already clean because of the word I have spoken to you.  - (NIV)
John 17:17  Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.  - (NIV)
Ephesians 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and 
gave himself up for her  26  to make her holy, cleansing her by the washing with water 
through the word,  27  and to present her to himself as a radiant church, without stain 
or wrinkle or any other blemish, but holy and blameless.  - (NIV)
Hebrews 1:3  The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of 
his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word. After he had provided purification 
for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven.  - (NIV)
Hebrews 4:12  For the word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged 
sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the 
thoughts and attitudes of the heart.  - (NIV)
