6  Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the 
Spirit who calls out, “Abba, Father.”  7  So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and 
since you are a son, God has made you also an heir.  - (NIV84)
John 3:3  Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, unless you are born again, you cannot 
see the Kingdom of God.”  4  “What do you mean?” exclaimed Nicodemus. “How can 
an old man go back into his mother’s womb and be born again?”  5  Jesus replied, 
“I assure you, no one can enter the Kingdom of God without being born of water 
and the Spirit.

7  Now to each one the manifestation 
of the Spirit is given for the common good.  8  To one there is given through the 
Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of knowledge by means of 
the same Spirit,  9  to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by 
that one Spirit,  10  to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another 
distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues, and 
to still another the interpretation of tongues.  11  All these are the work of one and 
the same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just as he determines.  - (NIV84)
John 4:19  “Sir,” the woman said, “you must be a prophet.  20  So tell me, why is it 
that you Jews insist that Jerusalem is the only place of worship, while we Samaritans 
claim it is here at Mount Gerizim, where our ancestors worshiped?”  21  Jesus replied,

you worship the Father on this mountain or in Jerusalem.  22  You Samaritans know 
very little about the one you worship, while we Jews know all about him, for salvation 
comes through the Jews.

Romans 5:1  Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace 
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,  2  through whom we have gained access 
by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory 
of God.  3  Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that 
suffering produces perseverance;  4  perseverance, character; and character, hope.  
5  And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our 
hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us.  - (NIV84)
