Colossians 2:2  My purpose is that they may be encouraged 
in heart and united in love, so that they may have the full riches 
of complete understanding, in order that they may know the 
mystery of God, namely, Christ,  3  in whom are hidden all the 
treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  4  I tell you this so that no 
one may deceive you by fine-sounding arguments.  - (NIV84)
Colossians 2:8  See to it that no one takes you captive through 
hollow and deceptive philosophy, which depends on human 
tradition and the basic principles of this world rather than on 
Christ.  9  For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily 
form,  10  and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is 
the head over every power and authority.  - (NIV84)
Colossians 1:28  We proclaim him, admonishing and teaching 
everyone with all wisdom, so that we may present everyone 
perfect in Christ.  - (NIV84)

Colossians 1:24  Now I rejoice in what was suffered for you, and I fill up in my 
flesh what is still lacking in regard to Christ’s afflictions, for the sake of his body, 
which is the church.  25  I have become its servant by the commission God gave 
me to present to you the word of God in its fullness—  26  the mystery that has 
been kept hidden for ages and generations, but is now disclosed to the saints.  
27  To them God has chosen to make known among the Gentiles the glorious 
riches of this mystery, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.  28  We proclaim 
him, admonishing and teaching everyone with all wisdom, so that we may present 
everyone perfect in Christ.  - (NIV84)
1 Peter 1:22  Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying the truth so that 
you have sincere love for your brothers, love one another deeply, from the heart.  
23  For you have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, 
through the living and enduring word of God.  24  For, “All men are like grass, and 
all their glory is like the flowers of the field; the grass withers and the flowers fall,  
25  but the word of the Lord stands forever.” And this is the word that was preached 
to you.  2:1  Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, 
and slander of every kind.  2  Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so 
that by it you may grow up in your salvation,  3  now that you have tasted that 
the Lord is good.  - (NIV84)
Mark 7: 14  Again Jesus called the crowd to him and said, “Listen to me, everyone, 
and understand this.  15  Nothing outside a man can make him ‘unclean’ by 
going into him. Rather, it is what comes out of a man that makes him ‘unclean.’”  
17  After he had left the crowd and entered the house, his disciples asked him 
about this parable.  18  “Are you so dull?” he asked. “Don’t you see that nothing 
that enters a man from the outside can make him ‘unclean’?  19  For it doesn’t 
go into his heart but into his stomach, and then out of his body.” (In saying this, 
Jesus declared all foods “clean.”)  20  He went on: “What comes out of a man is 
what makes him ‘unclean.’  21  For from within, out of men’s hearts, come evil 
thoughts, sexual immorality, theft, murder, adultery,  22  greed, malice, deceit, 
lewdness, envy, slander, arrogance and folly.  23  All these evils come from inside 
and make a man ‘unclean.’ ”  - (NIV84)
Colossians 3:5  Put to death, therefore, whatever belongs to your earthly nature: 
sexual immorality, impurity, lust, evil desires and greed, which is idolatry.  6  
Because of these, the wrath of God is coming.  7  You used to walk in these ways, 
in the life you once lived.  8  But now you must rid yourselves of all such things 
as these: anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips.  9  Do 
not lie to each other, since you have taken off your old self with its practices  10  
and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image 
of its Creator.  11  Here there is no Greek or Jew, circumcised or uncircumcised, 
barbarian, Scythian, slave or free, but Christ is all, and is in all.  - (NIV84)
Romans 7:18  I know that nothing good lives in me, that is, in my sinful nature. 
For I have the desire to do what is good, but I cannot carry it out.  19  For what 
I do is not the good I want to do; no, the evil I do not want to do—this I keep on 
doing.  20  Now if I do what I do not want to do, it is no longer I who do it, but it 
is sin living in me that does it.  - (NIV84)
Romans 8:1  Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in 
Christ Jesus,  2  because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me 
free from the law of sin and death.  3  For what the law was powerless to do in 
that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending his own Son in the 
likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering. And so he condemned sin in sinful man,  
4  in order that the righteous requirements of the law might be fully met in us, who 
do not live according to the sinful nature but according to the Spirit.  - (NIV84)
