The invisible way the Spirit grows fruit
1. God’s creation principle: Be fruitful and multiply
2. Learning from nature to understand the spiritual
3. The twofold purpose of fruit: Nourish & Multiply
4. When we have fruit then we have seed as well
5. Delight in the fruit - sow its seed - reap with joy

Galatians 5:19  The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual 
immorality, impurity and debauchery;  20  idolatry and witchcraft; 
hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, 
factions  21  and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, 
as I did before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom 
of God.  22  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  23  gentleness and self-control. 
Against such things there is no law.  24  Those who belong to Christ

6  He 
will be like a bush in the wastelands; he will not see prosperity when it comes. He will 
dwell in the parched places of the desert, in a salt land where no one lives.  7  “But 
blessed is the man who trusts in the Lord, whose confidence is in him.  8  He will be 
like a tree planted by the water that sends out its roots by the stream. It does not fear 
when heat comes; its leaves are always green. It has no worries in a year of drought 
and never fails to bear fruit.”  - (NIV84)
Matthew 7:15  “Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing, but 
inwardly they are ferocious wolves.

John 12:23  Jesus replied, “The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified.  24  
I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains 
only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces many seeds.  25  The man who loves his 
life will lose it, while the man who hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life.  
26  Whoever serves me must follow me; and where I am, my servant also will be. My 
Father will honor the one who serves me.  - (NIV84)
Romans 7:4  So, my brothers, you also died to the law through the body of Christ, 
that you might belong to another, to him who was raised from the dead, in order that 
we might bear fruit to God.  5  For when we were controlled by the sinful nature, the 
sinful passions aroused by the law were at work in our bodies, so that we bore fruit 
for death.  - (NIV84)
John 15:5  “I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, 
he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.  6  If anyone does not remain 
in me, he is like a branch that is thrown away and withers; such branches are picked 
up, thrown into the fire and burned.  7  If you remain in me and my words remain in 
you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you.  8  This is to my Father’s glory, 
that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples.  - (NIV84)
