John 8:28  So Jesus said, “When you have lifted up the Son 
of Man, then you will know that I am the one I claim to be and 
that I do nothing on my own but speak just what the Father 
has taught me.  29  The one who sent me is with me; he has 
not left me alone, for I always do what pleases him.”  - (NIV84)
Revelation 2:5  Remember the height from which you have 
fallen! Repent and do the things you did at first. If you do not 
repent, I will come to you and remove your lampstand from its 
place.  6  But you have this in your favor: You hate the practices 
of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate.  7  He who has an ear, 
let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who 
overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which 
is in the paradise of God.  - (NIV84)
