10  The Lord came and 
stood there, calling as at the other times, “Samuel! Samuel!” Then 
Samuel said, “Speak, for your servant is listening.”  11  And the 
Lord said to Samuel: “See, I am about to do something in Israel 
that will make the ears of everyone who hears of it tingle.  - (NIV84)
Amos 3:7  Surely the Sovereign Lord does nothing without 
revealing his plan to his servants the prophets.

1 Samuel 3:1  The boy Samuel ministered before the Lord under Eli. In those days 
the word of the Lord was rare; there were not many visions.  2  One night Eli, whose 
eyes were becoming so weak that he could barely see, was lying down in his usual 
place.  3  The lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the 
temple of the Lord, where the ark of God was.  4  Then the Lord called Samuel. Samuel 
answered, “Here I am.”  5  And he ran to Eli and said, “Here I am; you called me.” But 
Eli said, “I did not call; go back and lie down.” So he went and lay down.  6  Again the 
Lord called, “Samuel!” And Samuel got up and went to Eli and said, “Here I am; you 
called me.” “My son,” Eli said, “I did not call; go back and lie down.” - (NIV84)
1 Samuel 3:19  The Lord was with Samuel as he grew up, and he let none of his words 
fall to the ground.  20  And all Israel from Dan to Beersheba recognized that Samuel 
was attested as a prophet of the Lord.  21  The Lord continued to appear at Shiloh, 
and there he revealed himself to Samuel through his word.  - (NIV84)
Galatians 1:11  I want you to know, brothers, that the gospel I preached is not something 
that man made up.  12  I did not receive it from any man, nor was I taught it; rather, I 
received it by revelation from Jesus Christ.  
1 Corinthians 2:12  We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is 
from God, that we may understand what God has freely given us.  - (NIV84)
Ephesians 1:17  I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious 
Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him 
better.  18  I pray also that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you 
may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance 
in the saints,  19  and his incomparably great power for us who believe. That power is 
like the working of his mighty strength,  20  which he exerted in Christ when he raised 
him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms,  21  far 
above all rule and authority, power and dominion, and every title that can be given, not 
only in the present age but also in the one to come.  - (NIV84)
1 Corinthians 2:6  We do, however, speak a message of wisdom among the mature, 
but not the wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are coming to nothing.  
7  No, we speak of God’s secret wisdom, a wisdom that has been hidden and that God 
destined for our glory before time began.  8  None of the rulers of this age understood 
it, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.  9  However, as it is 
written: “No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has 
prepared for those who love him”—  10  but God has revealed it to us by his Spirit. The 
Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God.  - (NIV84)
Jeremiah 1:4  The word of the LORD came to me, saying,  5  “Before I formed you 
in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set you apart; I appointed you as a 
prophet to the nations.”  6  “Ah, Sovereign LORD,” I said, “I do not know how to speak; 
I am only a child.”  7  But the LORD said to me, “Do not say, ‘I am only a child.’ You 
must go to everyone I send you to and say whatever I command you.  8  Do not be 
afraid of them, for I am with you and will rescue you,” declares the LORD.  9  Then 
the LORD reached out his hand and touched my mouth and said to me, “Now, I have 
put my words in your mouth.  10  See, today I appoint you over nations and kingdoms 
to uproot and tear down, to destroy and overthrow, to build and to plant.”  - (NIV84)
1 Peter 4:10  Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, 
faithfully administering God’s grace in its various forms.  11  If anyone speaks, he 
should do it as one speaking the very words of God. If anyone serves, he should do it 
with the strength God provides, so that in all things God may be praised through Jesus 
Christ. To him be the glory and the power for ever and ever. Amen.  12  Dear friends, 
do not be surprised at the painful trial you are suffering, as though something strange 
were happening to you.  13  But rejoice that you participate in the sufferings of Christ, 
so that you may be overjoyed when his glory is revealed.  - (NIV84)
