7  Of the greatness of his government and peace there will 
be no end. He will reign on David’s throne and over his kingdom, establishing and 
upholding it with justice and righteousness from that time on and forever. The zeal of 
the Lord Almighty will accomplish this.  - (NIV)
Isaiah 53:4  Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered 
him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted.  5  But he was pierced for our 
transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us 
peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.  6  We all, like sheep, have 
gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; and the Lord has laid on him the 
iniquity of us all.
